Outdoor Performances:

If the performance must be held outdoors, the following 
conditions must be met.  Performance space must be covered 
so that the artist is:

• shaded
• protected from wind and excess traffic or playground 

noise.

Good acoustics needed.
A sound system which includes one microphone on a stand 
must be provided.

Equipment:

• One microphone with a stand
• Sound System
• One 4-6 ft. table

Arrival:

• 30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare 
and set up.

Parking:

• One space.

Assistance:

• Please have a school representative ready to welcome the 
performers and to stay and help as needed.

Start Time:

• Please prepare to start the program on time.
• Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin 

at the listed times.
