• Three spaces.
• One should be as close to the venue as possible for loading 

and unloading.

Assistance:

• Please have a school representative ready to welcome the 
performers and to stay and help as needed.

Start Time:

• Please prepare to start the program on time.
• Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin 

at the listed times.

Dressing Area:

• One dressing area is needed, preferably near the stage.
