« 18 wide x 12" deep x 12" high minimum.
« Portable stages must be sturdy and securely lashed.

‘Dressing Area:

+ One dressing room (not a restroom) near the stage.

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« Freshly mopped (not waxed)

« Irregularities covered with tape
+ Extraneous clutter removed.

+ Sound System with cassette or CD
» One microphone on a stand
+ One electrical outlet

‘Audience Seating:

« Artist requests a center or side aisle in the audience
seating arrangement.

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

« 15-30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:
+ One space close to the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

« Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.
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tart Time:

« Please prepare to start the program on time.
« Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin
at the listed times.
