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PRIOR TO THE WORKSHOP DAY:

« Open space for free and lively movement,
« Floor, Ideally fully sprung and wooden

« No concrete, no carpet.

« No outdoor venues.

« Linoleum is acceptable, but not preferred.
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o Freshly mopped (not waxed)
« Irregularities covered with tape
« Extraneous clutter removed.

« Students and Teachers should wear clothing and shoes that
are comfortable and non-restrictive
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« One teacher per thirty-five students.

« Chalkboard or Whiteboard with chalk, markers and eraser
+ One Chair

VCR and Monitor (may be requested depending upon
workshop)

« Nametags

ON WORKSHOP DAY:

+ 15-30 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:
« One space near the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

« Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
artist and to stay and help as needed.

« Students should be in the workshop space, seated and
ready to begin at the listed times.
