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‘Dressing Area:

« One private dressing room, properly ventilated with
restroom access and large enough to comfortably
accommodate four people.

‘Outdoor Performances:

« Space should be: protected from wind and excess traffic or
playground noise.
« NO GRASS SURFACES

 Four armless (stack) chairs

« | Six-foot table, on stage

+ | Eight-foot table, on stage

» Power outlets for portable sound system
+ lce water for four people

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

+ 45 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:
« Four spaces near the venue for loading and unloading.

Assistance:

« Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.
