« Irregularities covered with tape
« Extraneous clutter removed.

‘Dressing Area:

« One clean, secured dressing area will be needed

‘Student Participation:

« This performance provides a unique opportunity for a few
students from your school to be performers in each show.

+ Please select 8 — 10 students to participate for each show.
(You may have a different group for each performance if
there are multiple shows in one day, or allow one group to
perform for each show.)

« Students should report to the performance space 30
minutes prior to the performance. (If performance
schedule is tight and includes multiple shows, all students
should arrive 30 prior to the first performance.)

ON PERFORMANCE DAY:

» 60 minutes prior to the scheduled start time to prepare
and set up.

Parking:

» Three spaces, one as close to the venue as possible. for
loading and unloading

Assistance:

+ Please have a school representative ready to welcome the
performers and to stay and help as needed.

Start Time:

+ Please prepare to start the program on time.
« Students should be in the venue, seated and ready to begin
at the listed times.
